World Junior Champion Sam Thompson stunned yesterday with a clean pass including a
huge Whirly 540 (twisting backflip), while Jarrod Askew and Harley Clifford got the
crowd’s attention with back to back toe and heel side 720 degree spins, with Harley
nailing a toe side 900.

Today the top competitors are on show from 2.45pm where you’ll see some of
Australia’s best flipping out on the Yarra River at the Moomba Masters site. There’s
loads happening today with the international superstars competing in slalom and jump,
and the top seeded field of mens jumpers in the night jump tonight at 6.45pm.

Last night Great Britain’s Jason Seels eventually won through the knockout format with a
60 metre leap, but not before 17-year-old Zack Worden from the USA launched 64.3
metres in the first round, astonishing the big crowd lining both sides of the bank.
